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Abstract

I intend to discuss the following matters (as time permits):

(a) Results about involutions of reductive groups and about the associated symmetric varieties.

(b) The compactification (of de Concini-Procesi) of a symmetric variety and its basic properties.

(c) The special case of a group compactification.

 (d) Recent results about Borel group actions on a group compactification and about closures of conjugacy classes.

A prerequisite for the talks is some familiarity with reductive groups (Lie or algebraic).  Also, some basic notions from algebraic geometry will appear.
